Schott moved, Taylor seconded, to approve the May 1, 2017 minutes.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 4-0.
 Harris moved, Taylor seconded, to approve the disbursements.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 4-0.
Ashby moved, Harris seconded, to approve Kenny Nalty/Julie Grant’s building permit.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 4-0.

Schott moved, Taylor seconded, to approve Richard and Ardith Barnes’s building permit.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 4-0.

Ashby moved, Schott seconded, to approve Darrel Oltrogge’s building permit with the variance.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 4-0.  Lehmann arrived at 7:37 p.m.
Mayor Matt declared the Public Hearing for Budget Amendment – Fiscal Year 2016-2017 open at 7:40 p.m.  There were no oral or written objections.
Ashby moved, Schott seconded, to approve Resolution 2017-16 Removing Temporary Embargo.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.
Harris moved, Ashby seconded, to approve the cost share with the Larrabee Foundation on the Struxture Architects Invoice - $2,556.13.  This will be the last cost share with the Larrabee Foundation unless the Larrabee Foundation Board attends a Council meeting and makes an agreement with the City Council at a future date.  Roll Call:  3 Ayes, Schott and Lehmann Nays, motion carried 3-2.
Schott moved, Harris seconded, to close the Public Hearing for Budget Amendment – Fiscal Year 2016-2017 at 8:07 p.m.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.

Schott moved, Harris seconded, to approve Resolution 2017-14 Budget Amendment – Fiscal Year 2016-2017.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.
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Ashby moved, Schott seconded, to consider Ordinance 2017-01 Water-Sewer-Cap. Improvement Fee Rates read and approve the 3rd and Final Reading.  The City will also put a letter in the July 1st utility billing explaining the increase in rates.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.
Harris moved, Taylor seconded, to accept the Maintenance Report.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.

Schott moved, Lehmann seconded, to cash in the TIF CD# 36915 and put it into the TIF Checking.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.

Taylor moved, Harris seconded, to add a reminder in the utility bills reminding residents that if a tree or other vegetation needs to be trimmed or cut down and is on the City right-of-way, the resident needs to come to a Council meeting and get Council permission to cut or trim the tree/vegetation.

Taylor moved, Schott seconded, to allow Sharon Harris to cut down and replace the pine tree next to her house that is on City property.  Roll Call:  4 Ayes, Harris Abstained due to conflict of interest, motion carried 4-0.
Lehmann moved, Taylor seconded, to give the full-time employees a 3% raise beginning July 1, 2017.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.

Ashby moved, Taylor seconded, to give Paul Durnan a 3% raise beginning July 1, 2017.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.

Harris moved, Schott seconded, to give Arline Davisson a 3% raise beginning July 1, 2017.  Roll Call:  Motion carried 5-0.
