SIDEWALK ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

The City of Clermont budgets for sidewalk assistance each year.  Each property owner may be considered for this assistance under these rules:

1. An application permit from the City must be obtained, filled out, and submitted to the City Council for approval prior to the construction/reconstruction of the sidewalk.  The sidewalk assistance will be paid to homeowner after the sidewalk has been completed and council has approved the disbursement.  

2. The City will pay fifty percent (50%) of the concrete cost for the sidewalk improvement, for a maximum reimbursement of two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00). NO LABOR COSTS WILL BE PAID.

3. The assistance program is only for sidewalks that run parallel to City Streets and must be installed according to the City Code section 136.08 Sidewalk Standards.

4. The reimbursement amount requested shall be at least one hundred dollars ($100.00) and shall apply to both replacement of the entire old sidewalk or the placement of a new sidewalk.  NO SIDEWALK MAINTENANCE OR GENERAL REPAIRS SHALL BE PAID.

5. Upon completion of the project and inspection by the City Superintendent, the City shall reimburse the property owner.  The reimbursement shall be paid on a first-come-first-serve basis according to the order of inspection and approval by the City Council.
